Costumes

snags as well as footwear appropriate for their discipline(s) of study. Costume orders placed after the January 16™
deadline cannot be guaranteed by picture day & will require an expedite fee.

We will not order anyone a costume without this completed form and full payment of the production fee. An
expedite fee will automatically be added to commitment forms received after January 16™. Unfortunately, we
cannot make any exceptions! Costumes are not guaranteed for forms submitted after February 4" 2012. Thank
you for your cooperation.
